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RULES OF THE PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 COMPETITION
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§ 1

The organizer of the PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 competition is the editorial staff of the Wokół Płytek Ceramicznych (Around Ceramic Tiles) quarterly magazine.
§ 2

The aim of the competition is to promote ceramic tiles with outstanding design and technical parameters.
§ 3

The PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 competition is divided into two equivalent stages. In the first stage, there will be three parallel editions which will lead to nominations to the titles of The Pearl of Ceramics EU 2014 and The Distributors Pearl of Ceramics 2014. In the second stage the winners of The Pearl of Ceramics EU 2014 and The Distributors Pearl of Ceramics 2014 titles will be chosen from among the nominated collections.
§ 4

As part of the PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 competition, a contest will be organized for architects and interior designers – users of CAD Decor – consisting of two parts:

· In the first part, the tiles will be chosen from among the nominated collections, which will receive the title of the Pearl of Ceramics of Designers – users of CAD Decor 2014;

· The second part will involve the choice of the most interesting project which uses a collection of tiles awarded with any of the titles: Pearl of Ceramics EU 2014, Distributors Pearl of Ceramics 2014 and the Pearl of Ceramics of Designers – users of CAD Decor 2014.

The details of the contest for architects and interior designers – users of CAD Decor are laid down in the Appendix 1 to these rules.
§ 5
The ceramic tiles entered into the PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 competition will be evaluated in two classes:

· STANDARD 
(tiles net priced below 80 PLN/m2),

· PREMIUM 

(tiles net priced above 80 PLN/m2).

Each class will be subdivided into the following categories:

· wall tiles; 

· floor tiles; 

· tiles for walls and floors;
· all purpose tiles;

· particular usage tiles. 
§ 6
The PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 competition is open for manufacturers of ceramic tiles available on the Polish market and their representatives.
§ 7
In order to participate in the PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 competition, the following items must be submitted to the editorial office of the Wokół Płytek Ceramicznych quarterly, ul. Świętokrzyska 14 A, 00-950 Warszawa, 4th floor, room 409, e-mail: wpc@sigma-not.pl:

· completed “Application of tiles collection to the PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 competition” form, 
· completed “Characteristics of the collection submitted for the PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 competition” form, 

· pictures in a digital form (for publication purposes – 300dpi) or photographs of a very good quality presenting the submitted collection and its components (tiles, decorations) as well as objects – places it has been used and also leaflets and other information materials,
· samples of the collection,
· copies of documents required by Polish law to market the product,
· payment receipt for the competition fee of 2,500 PLN for every submitted collection.

§ 10
The whole list of collections entered to THE PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 competition will be in possession of the competition jury and the Editorial Office of the Wokół Płytek Ceramicznych (Around Ceramic Tiles) quarterly.

§ 11
Collections entered to the PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 competition will be evaluated by the competition jury and the jury of distributors, appointed by the editorial office of the Wokół Płytek Ceramicznych quarterly magazine.

§ 12
When evaluating the collections, the following features will be considered:

· aesthetic values, 

· following the most recent global trends in design, 

· cohesion of style, 

· originality of artistic design

· originality of the collection’s characteristics,

· potential for developing interesting arrangements,

· functionality, 

· technical quality,

· preparation of collection presentation, completeness of application documents.

§ 13
Manufacturers of collections nominated to The Pearl of Ceramics EU 2014 title will receive:
· diplomas - certificates confirming the nomination to The Pearl of Ceramics EU 2014 title;
· “The Pearl of Ceramics EU 2014 – nominee” stickers, to be attached to selected collections being exhibited at sales centres and shops. Editorial Office of the Wokół Płytek Ceramicznych magazine will deliver the labels to the centres and shops whose addresses will be provided by the ceramic tiles manufacturers.
· presentation of the nominated collections on a half of page in the Wokół Płytek Ceramicznych magazine and the company logotype on the cover page: after the 1st edition – No. 2/2014, after the 2nd edition – No 3/2014, and after the 3rd edition – No. 4/2014 respectively,
· information about the nomination in the announcement published on the www.plytkiceramiczne.info.pl and www.materialybudowlane.info.pl websites.

In addition, the nominated tile collections will be prsented in the products catalogue (tiles database) “Pearls of Ceramics 2014” included in the interior designing programs CAD Decor, CAD Decor PRO and CAD Kitchens with the Ceramic Tiles Creator Module.


§ 14
In the second stage of the PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 competition, when three editions are completed, the jury will select from among the nominees up to three products in each category and in each class to be awarded The Pearl of Ceramics EU 2014 title and the chapter of distributors will select from among the nominees one collection in each category and in each class to be awarded The Distributors Pearl of Ceramics 2014.
§ 15

Producers of collections awarded The Pearl of Ceramics 2014, The Distributors Pearl of Ceramics 2014 and The Pearl of Ceramics of Designers – users of CAD Decor 2014 titles will receive: a statuette, certificate and stickers with the graphic sign of The Pearl of Ceramics 2014, The Distributors Pearl of Ceramics 2014 and The Pearl of Ceramics of Designers – users of CAD Decor 2014 to be placed on the awarded products and certificates, which can be used for information, promotion and marketing purposes.
§ 16

All nominees and awarded collections will receive score points. Nominees will get 3 points and collections awarded the title The Pearl of Ceramics EU 2014, Distributors Pearl of Ceramics 2014 and the Pearl of Ceramics of Designers – users of CAD Decor 2014 will get 5 points. The Producer whose collections has received the largest number of points in all categories combined will be awarded THE GREAT PEARL OF CERAMICS EU 2014 statuette.

§ 17
The Jury of the PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 competition will evaluate the collections during a non-public meeting.

§ 18
Decisions of the PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 competition jury are final.

§ 19
The competition shall end with The Great Ceremony of THE PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014, when the producers will be awarded statuettes of the Pearl of Ceramics EU 2014, Pearl of Ceramics of Distributors 2014, Pearl of Ceramics of Designers – users of CAD Decor 2014 and GRAND PEARL OF CERAMICS EU 2014 and certificates.

§ 20
All the collections awarded with The Pearl of Ceramics EU 2014, The Distributors Pearl of Ceramics 2014 and The Pearl of Ceramics of Designers – users of CAD Decor 2014 will be presented in the “Winners of THE PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 competition” catalogue and on www.plytkiceramiczne.info.pl and www.materialybudowlane.info.pl websites. In the Wokół Płytek Ceramicznych quarterly magazine No 1/2015 the logotypes of producers of awarded collections will be placed on the cover, and inside the issue the list of winners of THE PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 and an article on Great Ceremony of THE PEARLS OF CERAMICS EU 2014 will be published. Information materials on awarded collections will be also published in a monthly magazine: “Materiały Budowlane” and in the ARCH bimonthly, issued by The Association of Polish Architects.
